P u p p y  S o c i a l s :  (Precedes All Levels when Appropriate)  

Healthy pups 8 to 16 weeks are invited to socials.  Puppy Socials are supervised 15-minute play sessions.  Pups can navigate their way 
in interactions, learning essential body language skills (Calming Signals®).  Socialization is the springboard to healthy interactions   
between dogs, children and society.  Puppy socials flow into Level-1 Family Dog Training.  
 

Level 1-Beginnings, Family Dog Training:  $180 for 6,  1 Hour Weekly Sessions:  Class maximum (8) 
Includes: Book, Train Your Dog, Change Your Life  

Family focused group classes are offered to pups at about 4-months & older.  Adopted dogs are welcome after evaluation.  Classes 
offer a motivational environment that raises awareness and education.  Positive Training (PT) techniques are used to teach:                 
V walk-on-loose-leash   V sit  V down   V stand   V stay   V take-it / leave-it and give-it (object exchange).   
     PT is a calm, assertive approach giving puppies/dogs the opportunity to be creative while joyfully learning behaviors.  Families         
engaging in the process teach their dog new skills in a safe environment. 
     Culturally, dogs are a different species!  Integrating pro-active, effective communication, breathing & basic massage (touch) helps 
desensitize dogs for handling:  Vet wellness checks, grooming, boarding, day-care, relatives & friends.  Humans & dogs develop a trust-
ing foundation for a respectful-life-long relationship.   
     Other essentials:  discussions on individual lifestyle/management skills (with our dogs in mind), basic puppy care, housetraining, 
therapeutic chewing, occupational digging, exercise, whole nutrition, play and train.   
 

Level 2-Moderate:  $120 for 6, 1 Hour Sessions Drop-Ins = $20   
Those who have completed Level-1 transition into Level-2.  After a brief review of Level-1, we integrate training for adolescents,    
distractions, distance, diversity and duration (4-Ds), clickers (your choice), attention-getting, targeting, dynamic sequencing, cross-
training in various situations.   With observation, we learn to recognize our dog’s strengths,  limitations, thresholds and boredom.  
Learn ways to redirect a dog's natural energy/instincts into positive occupational outlets.  Canine communication, body language, 
stress, relaxation and how this affects your dog is explored.               
 

Level 3-Challenging: $120 for 6-Sessions or $20 Drop-In 
Challenging is for dog teams who have completed Levels 1 & 2 at least once, want to glean their skills or simply enjoy connecting with 
their dogs.  Focused training with awareness develops a confident, reliable relationship.  Creatively challenging ourselves and dogs, 
under a broad range of circumstances, may include: off-leash training, cross-training, rotation training, dynamic sequencing, clicker 
training, socialization training & games (dog sports).  Specialized training using various equipment, sights, sounds and smells that will 
be encountered in the real world are included.     
 

Dog Sports:  Non-Competitive for Energy Balancing and Joy:  $120 for 6-Sessions or $20 Drop-In 
A virtual playground of higher learning, this is a non-competitive way to enjoy agility with your dog, while balancing energy into     
positive outlets.
