PET-ASSISTED ACTIVITIES 

Provides opportunities for motivational,           

educational and/or recreational benefits to    

enhance a person’s well-being. 

Animal-Assisted Activity (AAA), also known as    Pet-

Assisted Activity (PAA), is delivered in a variety of   

environments by registered, trained teams. This     

professional and/or volunteer team has met criteria as 

defined by the Delta Society’s® Standards and         

Practice, and R.E.A.D.® (Reading Education Assistance 

Dogs), regarding health, grooming, behavior and social 

skills.  The team delivers interactions that can enhance 

existing programs in schools, libraries, private practice, 

hospitals, nursing/assisted living, rehab, residential 

and other treatment locations.    

ANIMAL-ASSISTED THERAPY 

PET-ASSISTED THERAPY (PAT)   

Animal-Assisted Therapy (AAT), also known as Pet-

Assisted Therapy (PAT), is a directed  intervention that 

utilizes pets such as dogs, cats and horses to meet 

specific therapeutic goals in collaboration with        

attending primary care staff. 

AAT/PAT is delivered by a specialist, who in the scope 

of his/her professional practice includes pets that must 

meet specific criteria to participate in the treatment 

plan. This team demonstrates expertise and skill with 

regard to human-pet interactions and clinical          

applications. This individual complies with the legal and  

ethical requirements of his/her profession.   

AAT is designed to promote improvement in the 

physical, psychosocial, emotional and/or cognitive 

function of an individual or group. 

AAT benefits a wide spectrum of populations to     

enhance recovery, quality of life and help teach life   

management skills.

BENEFITS OF VISITING PET PROGRAMS 

Across the country, health care professionals are      

increasingly aware and excited about the soothing 

and therapeutic effects that pets can have on     

various patient populations.   

A growing number of studies have shown that pets 

can contribute to physiological and psychological 

well-being including, but not limited to, increased 

self-esteem, reduced blood pressure and anxiety 

levels.   

Visiting Pet Programs can be designed to enhance 

general well being and reduce stress, or to promote 

physical, occupational, speech, emotional and   

mental health therapies. 

In an acute care situation, where patients are often 

uncomfortable and anxious, the ability to touch and 

connect with a calm animal can be therapeutic.   

In physical, occupational and speech therapy      

programs, pets are helpful in increasing patient 

motivation to work on exercises that improve fine 

motor, wheelchair, and verbal skills. 

Private Practices (Physicians, Counselors, Social 

Workers, Teachers) may introduce pets as a guided 

intervention (adjunct) to therapeutic goals.   

Registered Reading Education Assistance Dog 

Teams are integrated into school and library read-

ing programs ,in collaboration with teachers and 

parents, to motivate  and enhance children’s read-
