5 Volunteers:  Introduction to the Pet Partners Program 
5 AAA & AAT:  Animal-Assisted Activities and Animal-Assisted Therapy (what’s the difference), benefits, your 

needs and responsibilities. 
5 Animals:  Where does your animal fit in and acting as your animal’s advocate to reduce stress. 

5 Visiting:  Preparing for and implementing a successful visit, interaction techniques. 
5 Clients and Staff (the Team Approach):  Working with various populations, using appropriate language (verbal, 

body, cultural diversity).   

5 Facilities:  Types of facilities—regulations and policies, relationships, reducing risk and stress, enjoying the visit.

Evaluation appointments are schedule on a first come, first serve based upon receipt of payment.  Openings are limited, 
so please sign up early.   
 

Requirements:  You must bring the items listed below to the evaluation.  If you do not, you will not be evaluated 
according to Delta Society’s Policies and Procedures—Take a deep breath~    

 
1. Completed Handler’s Questionnaire for the Evaluator’s review (in your training manual). 
2. Animal’s current rabies vaccination certificate (rabies tags are not sufficient). 
3. Brush / Comb. 
4. For updated acceptable equipment refer to the Delta Website under Evaluations. 
5. Acceptable collar or harness (i.e. no slip or choke collars). 
6. Acceptable leash (leather or fabric—no more than 6-feet in length). 
7. Towel or blanket if animal is carried (e.g. cat or small dog less than 16 lbs). 
8. Signed Indemnity Form. 

 
Reminder—The evaluation is a simulated visit.  Role play (pretend you are on a visit) 

5 Attire—both the animal and the handler should be dressed and groomed appropriately as if they were going on 
a volunteer visit. 

5 Optional:  if your animal has special requirements—please inform the evaluator—and bring your own treats 
(one of the exercises will have the evaluator offer your animal a treat.)\ 

5 If a team is scored “Not Ready” in the Skills Portion on evaluation day, that team can retest as early as the next 
day.
